5. The Indian Parliament has approved the Code on Social Security, 2020. This has also received the consent of the Hon'ble President of India. 
The Code when implemented will impact the contribution by the Company towards benefits such as Provident Fund, Gratuity etc. The 
effective date(s) of implementation of this Code is yet to be notified and the rules for quantifying the financials impact are yet to be framed In 
view of this, any impact due to the change will be assessed and accounted for in the period of notification of the relevant provisions. 

The unaudited financial results for the quarter and nine months ended 31st December, have been adversely impacted by the outbreak of the 
COVID-19 pandemic as explained above and therefore are not comparable with the corresponding previous quarter and nine months ended 
31st December 2019. 

The company's business has been impacted during the period on account of COVID-19. The Company witnessed softer revenues due to the 
lockdown imposed during the first six months of the year.With the unlocking of restrictions, the hotels have been opened up and business is 
expected to improve gradually During the current quarter, the Company witnessed some signs of recovery of demand as compared to 
previous quarter. 

The Company has assessed the potential impact of Covid-19 on its capital and financial resources, profitability, liquidity position, ability to 
services debt and other financial arrangements, supply chain and demand for its services. The Company has also assessed the potential 
impact of Covid-19 on the carrying value of property, plant & equipments, right of use assets, intangible assets, investments, trade 
receivables inventories and other current assets appearing in the financial statements of the Company. In developing the assumptions and 
estimates related to the future uncertainties in the economic conditions because of this pandemic, the Company has at the date of approval 
of these Financials results has used internal and external sources of information and based on current estimates, expects to recover the 
carrying amounts of these assets. The impact of the global health pandemic may be different from that estimated as at the date of approval of 
these financials results and Company will continue to closely monitor any material changes to future economic conditions.
